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eixando o centro de Sydney, rumdmos em
direc¢do aos suburbios da cidade, na ala
costeira de Dover Heights, para conhe-
cer a mais recente morada da dupla australiana Jason
Johnson e Portia Thomson. Um sedutor refiigio pensado
para acolher o casal e os seus filhos, concebido a imagem
dos proprietdrios pela méo da designer Yasmine Ghoniem.
Para |4 do refinamento cromatico e da extravagén-
cia estrutural, a fluidez assume-se como pedra angular
do projecto, promovendo uma suave, quase impercepti-
vel, conexdo com o exterior. Uma opgdo que resultaria na
“remogdo das paredes da sala de jantar e no levantamento
do fecto da cozinha e sala de estar”, recorda a fundadora
do jovem estudio australiano YSG que, durante 12 meses, foi
responsdvel por desenvolver uma estética escultural equili-
brada, onde os acabamentos arqueados, os tons pastéis e
as superficies irregulares determinam a experiéncia senso-
rial. No campo visual, as solugdes espaciais passaram pela
integragdo de uma elegante lareira bem como mudiltiplas
portas e passadigos, reforgando a perfeita harmonia com
a sua linguagem cromdtica. Através de elementos como
“o gesso marmorino polido nas paredes, os tons beringe-
la no tecto ou ainda o pavimento terracota feito & mdo,
que se prolonga subtilmente até & zona exterior”, recorda a
designer, desvendamos a identidade ecléctica de um refu-
gio contempordneo onde a celebragdo da cor é premissa
omnipresente nos dois pisos do edificio.
Também na selecgéo de arte e mobilidrio se faz sentir
a paixdo que nutrem pelo artesanato, fundindo pegas
tao distintas como a mesa de centro personalizada pelo
gabinete de Yasmine Ghoniem, as arrojadas cadeiras em
pele na sala de jantar com assinatura do estddio The Vault
Sydney ou ainda a pintura abstrata suspensa sobre a larei-
ra da artista australiana Kirsty Budge, uma das suas obras
de eleigdo. Um desafio que ndo estaria completo sem a
“impressionante transformagdo dos espagos exteriores’,
recorda, cuja intervengéo levaria a redugdo e redimensio-
namento da piscina “de modo a acomodar uma nova zona
lounge e cozinha”. No entrelagamento de vdrias linguagens,
encontramos uma casa assente num manifesto comum: o
do conforto e da contemporaneidade, destinado & perfeita
reconciliagdo com a vida moderna. A

eaving Sydney centre, we headed for the city’s sub-

urbs, on the coastal fringe of Dover Heights, to check

out the latest home of the Australian couple Jason
Johnson and Portia Thomson. A seductive refuge designed to
accommodate the couple and their children, conceived in the
image of the owners through the hands of designer Yasmine
Ghoniem.

Beyond the refinement of the colours and the structural
extravagance, fluidity emerges as the cornerstone of the pro-
ject, promoting a gentle, almost imperceptible connection with
the exterior. This approach has resulted in the “removal of the
dining room walls and the raising of the kitchen and living room
ceilings”, explains the founder of the young Australian studio
YSG who spent 12 months overseeing the development of a bal-
anced, sculptural aesthetic, where arched finishes, pastel tones
and textured surfaces shape the sensory experience. In visual
terms, the spatial solutions involved the addition of an elegant
fireplace as well as multiple doors and walkways, enhancing the
perfect harmony with the chromatic language of the house.
Through elements such as “the polished marmarino plaster on
the walls, the aubergine tones of the ceiling and also the hand-
made terracotta floor tiles, which subtly extends to the outer
area”, the designer recalls, we uncover the eclectic character of
this contemporary refuge where the celebration of colour is an
ubiquitous premise on both floors of the home.

The selection of art and furniture conveys a passion for
craftsmanship, fusing pieces as diverse as Yasmine Ghoniem’s
customised coffee table, the dashing leather chairs by The
Vault Sydney studio found in the dining room. as well as the
abstract painting hanging over the fireplace by the Australian
artist Kirsty Budge, one of her preferred works. The challenge
would hardly be complete without the “impressive transforma-
tion of the outdoor spaces”, she points out. This intervention
would lead to the reduction and resizing of the pool “so as to al-
low for a new lounge and kitchen area”. By intertwining several
languages, we find a house centred on a shared manifesto: that
of comfort and contemporary style, geared towards a perfect

combination with modern life. A
